Run off copies of the booklet, cut, collate and staple.

Have students color their cover and glue to a sheet of construction
paper.

To cover Common Core Language standards, remind students to
read from left to right and top down.

Point out that you have a space between each word, and that the
sentences need to be fixed.



. The first word of each sentence needs a capital letter, and each
sentence also needs ending punctuation.

. Students trace and then write the shape word as well as trace the
shape angel. Encourage them to use a different color for each one.
. They count up how many of that specific shape are in the angel
and record it in the blank.

. For the last page, students design and name their own shape
angel. Refer to the cover where I included all of the shapes as an
example.

You can also use the “Label the angel’s shape” worksheet
as a whole group activity where you hang it on the board and then
write the shape answers as children call them out.

This could also be used as a tabletop lesson or assessment
tool.

Angel Pictures

You can use these any way you like. Make them into another
booklet and have students trace and write the names of the shape
angels, as well as tracing around the shapes.

This can also be a cut and glue activity. I have made separate
templates to run off on a variety of colored construction paper.
Students cut out the shapes and glue them to their angels.

Students can use these to make an Itty Bitty Booklet or to play
Memory Match or “I Have; Who Has?” games.
