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My Butterfly Spatial Direction Book

e One of our report card standards is to be able to show and use spatia
directions.

e With this booklet the children can place their ribbon of beads ON, OVER,
UNDER, BEHIND, in FRONT, in BACK, BESIDE, BELOW, ABOVE the
leaf.

e [ also have them explain the life cycle of the butterfly using this
manipulative.

e They pull the rest of the beads down showing only the butterfly bead.

e The butterfly lays an egg; they pull the white bead up.

e The egg hatches into a caterpillar.

e They pull the 7 caterpillar beads up.

¢ 1 have them choose 2 colors for their caterpillar and show me an
ABABABA pattern.

e The caterpillar spins a chrysalis. The children twirl their ribbon around
under the booklet showing me the brown chrysalis.

e Qut of the chrysalis emerges a butterfly. Children pull their hidden butterfly
out of the slit-pocket and pretend that it’s flying.

e We revisit the spatial directions with this butterfly before they tuck it away.

e Copy avariety of butterflies from clip art, laminate and cut them out.

e Punch 2 holes vertically in the thorax.

e Cuta class set of 12 inch long satin ribbons and tie a double knot on the
end.

e Run off the masters on appropriate colored construction paper. You will

need 2 brown chrysalises for each child.

Rough cut them.

Gently fold over one set of chrysalises and cut a 3 inch slit in them.

Children trim their pieces.

Children write their name on the front of the book.

With a glue stick, the children make a stripe all the way AROUND their

chrysalis and then matching up their other one, they press down connecting

the two and forming a pocket for their butterfly to hide in.

o Children thread their beads on the butterfly.

o Children choose a laminated butterfly.

« Children bring their pieces to you.

¢ Punch a hole in the base of the leaf and chrysalis.

e Slip the ribbon through and tie a knot.

e Pull the other end of the ribbon through the butterfly.

e Fold the end of the ribbon over and tape it to the back of the butterfly, tuck
it in the slit.



Positive-Negative Friendship-Fun Butterflies:

With this project, I want to show children that working together for a
common goal creates something unique and beautiful.

It also shows the importance of sharing.

This black and white project allows me to revisit the equality and
prejudice concepts that we learned in our Martin Luther King unit in
January.

In today’s schools we have an incredible amount of diversity, with many
cultures and customs coming together as one.

Sesame Street’s We Are Different, We Are The Same, 1s a great book to
read when doing this activity. I like to do a Venn diagram with the
children, after we read the story. I select a boy and a girl of different
ethnicity and we compare and contrast.

This is a fun way to show friendship and teamwork as a common bond,
while introducing the terms “positive” and “negative”.

I also use this lesson to reinforce LEFT and RIGHT and other spatial
direction vocabulary.

Pre-fold the non-thorax butterfly paper for younger children.

I do a lot of fold and cut activities with the children. They are always so
excited when they open up their papers and they see a whole butterfly,
heart, gingerbread boy, or whatever there.

Students choose a partner.

One cuts out a black butterfly, the other one the white butterfly.
Demonstrate to the children that they have to cut carefully, going slowly,
so that they will not damage the outside template.

This is why I don’t use a 5x7 sheet of paper for this cutting skill.

I have a more difficult cutting skill for older children that includes a
head and thorax for the butterfly.

Run the dark and thick-lined master off using black construction paper.
Even though the ink is black, it will still show up on the black
construction paper and be a bit easier to see than the thin-lined master
for the white paper.

Because the paper was folded, the children can easily cut down the
middle of both the template and the butterfly so that they can share one
of each with their partner.

If you want, you can skip the copier step and give children a template to
TRACE and then cut.

The children with the black paper can trace with a white crayon, the
children with the white butterfly use a black crayon.



To make this easier I have just half of a butterfly that they place on the
fold of their paper. This way, they only have to trace one side.

Each child gives their partner one of their templates and one of their
butterflies.

Young children will need a bit of help matching. Remind them to go
slow.

Before they use their glue stick, I help them center their work and draw a
few guidelines on their paper.

I also gently fold the guide sheets in half so that the children can see
where to but-up their templates.

On the white sheet of paper they glue the black butterfly parts.

On the black sheet of paper they glue the white butterfly parts.

You can get an entirely different affect if the children glue 2 opposite
pieces on a different colored sheet of construction paper. Lime Green or
Hot Pink looks terrific.

My students enjoy this activity so much, that many of them do the
“optional” center and make a second P. and N. picture gluing their pieces
on a sheet of colored construction paper.

I made up stickers to give that extra bit of pizzazz as well as provide a
sort of explanation of what we did, showing how it correlates with the
cultural demographics of our classroom. Since we study poetry as a
genre, this little label fits right in.

Children place the sticker in the MIDDLE of their butterfly.

In Christian or Sunday Schools or for VBS, teachers could make an
additional sticker that said: “Brown Red Yellow Black or White we are
precious in His sight.”” The construction paper background could be one
of those colors.

Children write their name in black crayon on the white side and in white
crayon on the black side.

Older children can write their name across the butterflies switching
colors when they go into the opposite color.

Glue the white and black pieces of paper together.

Because this is a back-to-back project now, they look lovely suspended
from the ceiling.

Punch a hole in the top-center of the paper and hang with variegated
yarn that’s black, white, and gray.

I’ve also used black and white 1/8" inch satin-ribbon.

The black ribbon is the long extension line; the bow is white.

This technique looks great for any theme you’re studying.

Stained Glass Butterfly

Materials:

e White cardstock

e (Crayons

e Watercolors

e Paint brushes

e Cover for your table

o Water dishes

e Ink pen to write names on

e Optional: Glitter glue.

e Hole punch and yarn or fish line if you’re going to hang in the
hallway.

Directions:

¢ Run off copies on cardstock.

¢ Children TRACE all of the black lines with a black crayon, then
“wash” watercolors over them. _

¢ Some of my students don’t like to “wash” the watercolors over the
entire thing, they like to take their time and try to get the colors
INSIDE all the little details! I’'m always amazed because they are only
4-years-old. ' '

¢ Or they can simply color all of the shapes a different color, taking care
to be symmetric.

¢ Older children can add extra pazazz with glitter glue.

e To get my students motivated to use many colors and try to stay in the
lines, I use glitter glue as an incentive.

e These look great hung back-to-back in the hallway. -
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“Stained Glass” Butterfly
Children can color over the black lines with black crayon and then do a

I add a touch of glitter glue to make them “pop™.

Toilet Paper Roll Life Cycle:

Slit toilet paper rolls up one side.

Run off copies of the various pieces on construction paper.

Children CUT and GLUE their pieces to the toilet paper roll.
Children peel and stick their lifecycle sticker to the middle of the front
of the leaf.

Using a glue stick, children run a thick line down the MIDDLE of
their leaf. Then they glue the leaf to the non-slit side of the TP roll.
Using a glue dot, children glue a white pompom to the leaf.

Using a glue stick children run a thick line down each side of the slit
TP roll.

Then they press one piece of the chrysalis to each side of the slit
(straight edge to straight edge), making sure that it is flush with the
edges.

You can give the children die-cut butterflies to lessen the amount of
cutting, otherwise children COLOR first, then CUT out their butterfly.
To make it sturdier and also have a nice hand-held puppet, have the
children glue their butterfly to a fat Popsicle stick. This will be the
thorax. I added a little button for that finishing touch.

You could also make this a 3-D butterfly and give older children 2
die-cuts to glue the thorax down and fold up the wings.

Using a glue stick, children run a strip of glue down the center
(thorax) of one of their butterflies, then, they press the other one to it,
matching them up.

Bend the top wings up and you have a lovely 3-D butterfly.

Older children can also color the back, or they could trace their
butterfly on a complimentary color of construction paper, glue it to the
back of their butterfly, then cut it out. This way the front and back
look terrific.

A bit of glitter glue or puffy paint added to the children’s butterflies
adds a sparkling touch.

They insert their butterfly INSIDE the toilet paper roll-chrysalis. The
wings are gently folded over.

You could also cut felt on an Elison and have older children decorate
their butterflies with glitter glue or puffy paint.

Butterfly fabric, cut out and glued to a piece of tag board with fabric
glue, then cut out again looks great.



e For a more realistic look, older students could down load caterpillar
and butterfly clip art from the Internet. You laminate it for them. They
cut it out.

e Spritzing the entire thing with glitter spray adds an interesting affect.
Because of the fumes, make sure you spray OUTSIDE.

e Children cut out their caterpillar.

e Using a toothpick and Liquid Nails put 2 wiggle eyes on their
caterpillar.

e Punch a hole in both the caterpillar and the bottom of the chrysalis.

o Tie the caterpillar to the chrysalis using a piece of yarn the yarn
should be long enough so that...

e The caterpillar can “eat” the leaf

e The caterpillar can dangle upside down from the chrysalis and can
spin and spin (twirl him).

e So that little ones don’t lose their butterflies you could also hole
punch them and tie them to the same hole as the caterpillar.

e Children explain the lifecycie using their 3-D manipulative:

- This is the lifecycle of the butterfly. (Children point to the sticker.)

- The butterfly lays an egg. (Children point to the pompom.)

- The egg hatches into a caterpillar. (Children show the caterpillar.)

- The caterpillar eats and eats and eats some more. (Children hold the

caterpillar and pretend he is eating.)

-The caterpillar is stuffed and sleepy. He has split his skin several times.

-The caterpillar hangs upside down and spins and spins. (Children twirl

their T.P. roll so that the caterpillar is upside down and twirling.)

-The caterpillar is inside the chrysalis. (Children put their caterpillar

inside.)

-Children count to 14 (the average time for metamorphosis to take place.)

-Children hold their manipulative behind their back, secretly taking out

their caterpiliar.

-They put the caterpillar behind the chrysalis by pinching it in place with

their fingers.

-Children say “Metamorphosis!” “A change has taken place oh wow!”

(Children take their butterfly out of the chrysalis and say: “The

caterpillar’s a butterfly now!”

- Have the butterfly pretend to fly away.
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Toilet Paper Caterpillar - Butterfly Puppet.

Pre-glue 2 colored Popsicle sticks end to end.
Using a marker, children add squiggly lines and details to one of the fat Popsicle
sticks. Or older children can add details with puffy paint.
When my students are done decorating, T like to highlight their squiggles and dots
with puffy paint. It only takes a few seconds and definitely adds the “Wow!”
factor. Puffy Paint comes in small bottles that last a long time. They retail from
69¢-89c and are a handy supply for the classroom. I use white puffy paint to add
scalloped edging to our paper gingerbread men. It looks like real frosting!
Children glue a big green pompom to the tip of this stick.
Using super-glue help the children add tiny wiggle eyes.
Children COLOR then CUT then GLUE their paper butterfly to the opposite end
of the Popsicle stick, in such a way that part of the stick becomes the thorax of the
butterfly.
Children CUT and GLUE their green leaf to one side of the TP roll.
Children CUT the brown chrysalis out.
Children CRUMPLE it up then smooth it out, to add texture.
Children GLUE it to the back side in such a way that when you hold the TP roll
up you can not see the other green leaf piece (help children match them up).
If you want to forgo cutting and gluing, have children simply paint one side of
their TP roll green and the other side brown, adding textured details with markers
when the paint dries.
Children peel and stick 3 little white dots to their leaf to symbolize eggs.
Gently fold the wings of the butterfly inward and insert it into the TP roll.
Children show the lifecycle by hiding (in the palm of their hand) whatever portion
of the Popsicle stick needs to be hidden and displaying the part that they need.
i.e., The caterpillar “spins” itself into the chrysalis and the butterfly “magically”
pops out of it.
Older children could design their own butterflies & caterpillars. To make this
even more realistic have them download clipart from the Internet, print it,
laminate it, and then glue it where appropriate.
I have the children chant a little lifecycle poem and manipulate their T.P. puppet
as they recite the words.
So that parents can help their child with the poem I run off copies of the poem
(see master) and the children tuck them inside their “chrysalis”. You could also
paperclip it to the leaf.

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Opposite Imaging Butterfly Art:

e This is a great lesson for left and right spatial directions as well as
opposite images and symmetry. Fold typing paper in half if you want
a 5x7 card, or for easier-to-handle smaller cards for younger children,
cut the paper in half and then fold it.

e Using the same Sizzix Die-Cut from the mobile project, children
choose two color butterflies and glue them to their folded white card
directly ACROSS from each other.

e Children glue the opposite colored hearts in the holes.

¢ You could 3-D one of the butterflies if you want to.

e Review Left and Right. Children peel and stick the approprlate sticker
to the correct butterfly side.

e Older children can die-cut or punch their own pieces.

e Use the outside template as well. Have the children choose one and
glue it to the back of their card. “This card designed by...DIANE”
Students write their name in the inside of the butterfly with the date
just like on a real card.

o [ call these projects “Quickie Crafts” they are especially nice for older
children to add a little art in their otherwise very hectic schedule.
Learning so many subjects leaves little time for art, so these are
perfect “extras.”

o Students can write their spelling words inside, or journal an entry for
today. It adds a little flair and zip to the mundane tasks older students

e Run off the word-strips on colored construction paper.
Lime Green = Butterfly Lifecycle title
Red = butterfly
Orange = egg
Yellow = caterpillar

Cut mto strips

Children glue the lime green mobile title to the center of a turquoise
sheet of construction paper. _

Children WRITE their name on the base of the turquoise sheet.
Children glue the above butterfly die-cuts scattered on the mobile.
They fold the wings of the same color butterflies and glue them to the
flat butterflies for a 3-D affect.

Starting with the red-butterfly strip children rub a glue Sthk across the
top of each strip and glue it to the INSIDE of the turquoise paper.
With a glue stick, rub one side of the turquoise paper. |
Roll the turquoise paper together and stick it shut.

To help reinforce it, staple the top and bottom.

Punch 2 holes on either side of the top and hang with a piece of yarn.

Suspend from the ceiling with paperclips and watch the butterflies
twirl and swirl.

Because my students are learning to recognize their names, I write

them on small Popsicle sticks. I lay them out on a table, aud they have
to find theirs.

Print off a class set of a variety of clip art butterflies on cardstock.
The children choose one and trim around it. |
They glue their thorax-nare stick to the center of the butterfly.

On the back they glue a magnet.

You can leave them like this, or add a small pompom on the top, fora
head.

We put our names in a basket. I use them for “Question Of The Day”
graphing.

Simply write a yes or no question on the white board.

Children “answer” the question using their butterfly..

We later graph our answers. '

This is a fun way to take attendance and count o see how many
children are there and what butterfly-children are absent.

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Rainbow Butterfly Straw Necklaces

Because I’m teaching the colors of the rainbow and the order they come
in, I often incorporate these rainbow concepts in my butterfly activities.
To make butterflies for the center of the necklaces, copy a variety of
clipart butterflies and laminate them.

Trim to a butterfly shape, punching 2 holes in the top to thread the

butterfly through.

Cut 28 inch lengths of curling ribbon, or ¥4” satin ribbori, for the number
of children you have in class.

Thread the ribbon through the butterfly, pushing him all the way to the

center.

Purchase rainbow colored straws.
Cut the straws into 1-inch lengths. Put them in a tub in the center of the

carpet.

Children sit on the floor and starting with thelr red straw, thread the

straw beads on their ribbon.

When they get to the purple straw they put a white pony bead on it.
Gently laying the done side in their lap, they again start with a red straw
and continue the pattern ‘til they have come to the last purple straw.
They put another white pony bead on the end.

Heip them tie a knot.

Children can explain the life cycle with their necklace too, as the bead is
the egg, the 1°' 3 straws are the caterpillar, the last 3 are the chrysalis.
They say the word “Metamorphosis!” and then comes the butterfly!
Children wear their necklaces home, sharing what they’ve learned.

3-D Laminated Butterfly Initial Pins

Because my students are learning that the first letter of their name is
their initial and it is the only letter that’s a capital, we call it their
Captain Capital.

I designed this center around that concept.

Older students can design and make their own.

I made these from the American Greetings Spiritual Software
Program. '

If you want to forgo the initial idea, copy and laminate pairs of a
variety of clip art butterflies.

Children find their 2 butterfly initials.

Children trim them.
Help children staple them in the middle.
Help children fold the top wings up.
Pin with a mini-gold safety pin to the top.
Children wear their butterfly pin.

Pencil Pal Shaped Caterpillar

Run off master.

Children COLOR then CUT out their pencil pal. _
Show the children how they can color hard and fast by going back and
forth (left to right) and not worrying about staying in the lines,
because they will be cutting the caterpillar out.

Help children fold their caterpillar on the dashed lines.

Help children punch a hole through the center. '

Children START with the triangle end, and thread their pencil through
the caterpillar identifying the shapes as they go.

They can add wiggle eyes, pipe cleaner antennae and a marker mouth
for more pizzazz.

Butterfly Pencil Pal

Run off the master. _

Children COLOR then CUT out their pencil pal.

Help children fold the butterfly’s wings on the dashed lines.
Help children punch 2 holes through the thorax.

Children thread their pencil through the butterfly’s body.

They can add a pompom head with wiggle eyes and twist a pipe
cleaner around the tip for more pizzazz.
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Butterfly Patiern Pen

Purchase the pens that the ink part easily unscrews or slips out of the plastic
holder.

Buy the pens that have a plastic tip on the end.

If you can’t find them, wrap a piece of Wickie Stick around the base, just
above the metal tip, so the beads won’t slip off.

Caution the children about not pulling on their ink cartridge.

Children slide pony beads onto their pen.

Because I’m teaching them how to pattern, I have my students follow a
specific pattern.

Here I want them to be able to tell the life cycle of the butterfly using the
pony beads on their pen.

They start with 1 white bead to represent the egg,

Then I want to see an ABABAB pattern with a green bead and another
color of their choice {o represent the caterpillar.

Next they choose another 5 beads that are the same in color, but different
from the other colors they have chosen. This represents the chrysalis.

A butterlly bead comes next.

Finally another white bead to represent the life cycle continuing.

When they are done they bring it to you.

Insert the end of 2 of 2 pipe cleaner into the hole at the top.

Curl the end around a pencil so that it has a curly Q. You could also insert a
feather or loop a laminated butterfly through the top to jiggle as they write.
Go fly and write away.

I stock up so I can make these inexpensively. | _
An At-Home Helper cuts the felt in half or into 1/4™ then places a 12
inch length of yarn in a hanging loop at the top. '

If you want to make them a little zippier, use 18 inches of ribbon, and
then tie the ends in a bow on each side. Or you can keep the hanger
the same length and simple make 2 bows for each child and hot glue
them to the ends.

Using a glue gun, or tacky glue they glue a Popsicle stick on top of the
yarn to hold the hanger in place.

Write the child’s name on the Popsicle stick.

Children choose a butterfly stamp and pat-paint it, pressing it in the
MIDDLE of their felt.

Older children could pat-paint multiple colors for an even cooler
affect.

You can order a set of butterfly life cycle stamps from Discount SChoo\
Supply.com

Since there are 6 stamps I tell the children to make each one a
different color so that they have all of the colors of the rainbow.

Set aside to dry.

Children take it home and hang it on a door knob.




Toilet Paper Tube-Life Cycle Puppet

Run off the masters on light-colored construction paper for the
butterfly and on pink construction paper for the “proboscis”. -
Cut the “proboscis” papers into strips.

Children WRITE their name on one of the center stripés of the thorax.

Children COLOR then CUT out their butterfly.

Staple the proboscis to the inside-top of the front end of the toilet
paper tube. '

Using a pencil, children roll their proboscis so that it curls UNDER.
Staple the butterfly to the top of the toilet paper tube so that the head
is above the proboscis.

Twist a pipe cleaner around the neck of the butterfly.

Curl the ends so that you have antennae.

Using a glue dot or quick-dry glue, children put a pomporn on the
head of their butterfly.

Using a toothpick, help them glue wiggle eyes to the pompom.

Set aside to dry.

Bend the wings of the butterfly up a bit.

Children insert 3 fingers in the back of the tube to help manipulate
their butterfly and make it fly.

Children can show the numbered life cycle on the back of their
butterfly and tell a story using their puppet.

White glue or mini glue dots

Cut 9x12 pieces of black construction paper vertically

Run off the masters on the appropriate colored-construction paper.
Rough cut them

Children trim their shapes and add a bit of color with crayons.
Children glue their shapes in appropriate life-cycle order vertically on
the black banner.

Children add lines and dot details around the edges of their black
banner.

Using a toothpick, children count and add jewels to the various life
cycle parts.

Children write their name with a white or silver crayon at the top of
the banner.

Punch a hole in each corner of the top of the banner.

Tie a loop with neon ribbon or yarn.

Pretty Pasta Picture Frames
®

Because we study butterflies in April, I like to do a few projects and save
them to give to mommies for Mother’s Day. The next 2 projects we use as
butterfly gifts in May.

Ahead of time, have a volunteer glue 4 Popsicle sticks together making a
frame. The ends should overlap so you won’t need that big of a picture. If
you want a larger picture, square off the ends and glue.

I save scrap paper and write each child’s name on one, so that it acts as a
glue

“mat” as well as help me identify whose is whose.

Children sit at their table station.

[ drizzle tacky glue (I like Aeleen’s) on the Popsicle-stick frame.

Children pick up the pasta pieces and place them on the frame in sequential
life-cycle order.

[ tell them to start with the butterfly that lays the egg, that hatches into a
caterpillar, that spins a chrysalis, that pops out as a butterfly.

The children should be saying the life-cycle as they pick up the pieces.
Before the glue dries, check each child’s work for mistakes, and work with
them to move the pieces around if necessary.

Picking up the scrap mat [ lay the frames aside to dry over night.

The next day the children paint their frames gold. You can skip this step
and simply spray all of them yourself, but I like a lot of student
involvement.

When my students have finished painting their frame, I let them choose a
color to paint a bow tie pasta butterfly with. This will be a pin for their
moms too.

While these are drying children color their butterfly and glue their
photograph to the head-area.

When the frames are dry, children glue their picture to the back of the
frame so that their photo-butterfly shows through the front.

We wrap these and put them in a basket ‘til Mother’s Day.

Pretty Pasta Pin

e Easy-Cheap-Fun! And...they look terrific!

e Children paint a bow tie piece of pasta in a metallic color paint of
their choice.

e They are painting on a scrap paper mat with their name on it.

e Set aside to dry.

e Children can leave plain, or add details with a fine-tip marker.

e Using quick dry heavy adhesive, glue the pin back to the middle of the
“butterfly.”

e Loop metallic colored wire around the center to form a thorax.
Slipping another strand through the top, and twisting it, to form some
antennae. Older children can wrap their own wire, but I do this one-
on-one with my Y5’s.

e Slip a piece of curling ribbon through the pin and fasten it to the bow
of the wrapped pasta picture frame above. g '

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One Is Silver And The Other Gold - Bow Tie Pasta Bracelet

e Many of the butierfly stories that I read to my students have to do with
friendship. In some of them the caterpillar is considered ugly and no
one wants to be his friend. In others, he has a few “flying” friends but
because he can’t fly, he can’t do everything with them that he’d like
to. Our talk of friendship and being different leads us back to our
Martin Luther King studies on prejudice. I use this bracelet activity to
not only explain friendship and the metamorphosis of a caterpillar to a
butterfly but also the beauty of both.

e Along those lines, I also teach my students the “Make New Friends”
song that I learned in Girl Scouts many years ago.

Make new friends, but keep the old, one is silver and the other gold.

e Cut toilet paper rolls into thirds and round off the edges.

e Cut out rectangular pieces of aluminum foil 6x3. -

e Children paint a piece of bow tie pasta gold.

e Children uncoil the toilet paper tube and place it in the center of the
foil.

¢ Still holding it open, children fold both sides and the ends over.

e Children then coil the ends back together to take the shape of a silver
bracelet.

e Using a quick-dry adhesive, put a dollop on the gold bow tie pasta.

e Press the pasta to the center of the “bracelet” and set aside to dry.

e Explain to the children that the long silver “bracelet” is really the
caterpillar. It curled up in a ball (chrysalis) and emerges a beautiful
butterfly. Like the caterpillar, we too grow and change and our good
behavior makes us more beautiful everyday.

e Everyone wears their bracelet and sings the “Make New Friends”
song.




Lije Cycle Film Canister

The multi-use empty film canister is a great recycling item.

Even with the popularity of digital cameras, teachers can still get a class supply of
them from any camera store. Most stores toss them in a box to be recycled by
plastic companies and are happy to give them to teachers.

Make small Life Cycle stickers.

Chialdren peel and stick their Life Cycle sticker to the BOTTOM/FRONT of their
canister.

Using a glue dot, or liquid nails, children attach their pompoms and pipe cleaner.
Children bend their pipe cleaner into a V and glue it to the cover of the canister.
Children glue the large pompom on top of the antennae.

Using a toothpick and quick-dry giue, help younger children apply wiggle eyes.
(caterpillar)

Children glue 2 medium pompom on the back end of the canister and a smaller
white pompom on top of that. (egg) It appears that the caterpillar hatches out of
the egg.

Children cut and glue their chrysalis to the bottom of the canister. This will help
the caterpillar “stand”.

Children can roll and twirl the caterpillar as it forms the chrysalis.

Children paint a piece of bow tie pasta and put it inside their canister. (butterfly)
You can skip decorating the outside of the canister and simply have it as a
container for all of the pasta pieces. Children spill them out and explain the life
cycle ithat way.

Or decorate the cuiside with the pompoms, and use the canister as the “chrysalis”
portion of the lifecycle. Children then point out the egg on the end of the canister,
the caterpillar at the front and the chrysalis on the bottom, then they take the lid
off, say “Metamorphosis!” and show the butterfly emerging from the chrysalis.




Eric Carle Pasta Leaf

After reading The Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle, I show a portion of
a video he made of how he does his tissue paper collages, and then the
children do one of a leaf.

Cut strips of light and dark green tissue paper into squares and put in 4 bowls.
Children will be sitting 4 to a table with one bowl in the center of the table.
Cut card board into a leaf shape or make templates for the children to trace and
then cut their own. Older children can draw their own leaves.

Add water to Elmer’s glue and have children brush their leaf with it. I do this
step for my Y5’s.

Children pick one piece of tissue up at a time and place it on the sticky leaf.
They continue doing this ‘til their leaf is covered.

Older children can brush more watered down glue over their leaf. I do this step
formy Y5’s.

The children transition to another center while these dry. This usually takes
only 5 minutes.

I have them paint their pasta at the paint center.

Children return to their leaf and turn it over. I brush the giue mixture onto the
back of their leaves. You can have them do the same as above using a variety
of brown tissue paper, but since we found lovely golden chrysalises on the
Internet, I have the children use 2-3 larger strips of tissue and crumple them
up. I then have them place the crumpled paper onto the cardboard and squish it
a bit to make ridges.

I brush the “chrysalises” with more glue mixture.

The glue does not dry very shiny, so I like to coat the green leaf side with
Modge Podge. It’s a sticky liquid that dries clear and shiny like varnish. It’s
made by Plaid Inc. A 16 fl oz bottle costs about $5.75 and will last you a long
time. It’s great for all sorts of projects and can be purchased at any craft store.
The glossy luster is lovely.

Again, the children transition to another activity while these dry.

They return to their desk and trim around their leaves to make a nice edge.
You can either have the children paint the chrysalis portion of their “leaf” gold
or you can spray them all with a spray paint called 14K. The affect is quite
dazzling.

After these dry, children glue their “egg” radiatore pasta, and their
“caterpillar” rotelle-spiral pasta to the green leaf side. When this side dries,
students glue their “chrysalis” shell pasta and their “butterfly” bow tie pasta to
the golden chrysalis side.

Older children can write the life-cycle words in gold marker on the leaf side
and in green marker on the chrysalis side. Y5’s peel and stick the appropriate
stickers.

Punch a hole in the top and suspend from the ceiling with fish line.

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Rainbow Pasta Butterfly Clouds

Run off a copy of the cloud template.
Trace and cut a cloud out of a piece of cardstock.

TIP: I use file folders for my templates because they are inexpensive and
a bit thicker.

Children TRACE then CUT their cloud out of white cardstock.

To add more variety, older students could draw their own cloud to cut
out. ‘

I have also recycled thicker cardboard from paper reams and had the
children glue a piece of typing paper on the front so that it’s white.
This makes for a much sturdier cloud as the pasta is a bit heavy.

Run off a copy of the Rainbow Butterfly song.

Give each child a copy to glue on the RIGHT hand side of their cloud.
To incorporate technology, I have the students use a computer to spell
their name in rainbow colors. ' '

To add a bit more pizzazz to the project, have the children flip their
cloud over and using a glue stick, run a strip of glue along the base of
the cloud. Have the children press pieces of tinsel to the glue. They
can put as many or as few pieces as they like.

Using quick-dry glue, or large glue dots, children put their pasta
buttertlies in rainbow order, making an arch from bottom left to top
right on their cloud.

I hang the clouds back-to-back from the ceiling.

You can have pasta pre-painted for the children using food coloring,
or you can have groups of children paint the pasta.

My students really enjoy this step. I put children in groups of 3 and
give them one color. They are in charge of painting a class set of
butterflies red. Another group does orange etc. We set them on waxed
paper to dry. Since they are only painting the front, this goes rather
quickly, usually 10 minutes tops to paint 20 butterflies every color. By
using paint instead of food coloring, our colors are beautifully vivid. I
have also used metallic paints for an even sharper affect. I let the
children get their fingers dirty; if you want to cut down on the
messiness you could have them hold the pasta with a clothespin. They
will break some pasta tho’.

Metallic Metamorphosis Masterpieces
Aluminum Foil-Stained Glass Butterflies:

Cut cardboard into 9x12 or 8 ¥4 x11 rectangles.

“Wrap” them in aluminum foil like you are wrapping a present. This
is a “prep” step for younger children, but can easily be done by older
students.

Run off the butterfly master. (Run the less complicated pattern for
younger children.)

Using an ink pen that is NOT black, students TRACE their butterfly.
Their pressing will come through onto the aluminum foil and dent it,
leaving the butterfly’s impression so they can TRACE over the
indented lines with a permanent BLACK marker.

Carbon paper can be a bit messy, but if you want to use this with older
children it will save time, as they won’t have to retrace with a black
marker. However, the stained glass affect is not as dramatic.

For more variety, older students could design their own butterflies.
Using permanent markers children COLOR in the “jewels”.

This is a bit tedious, so I have my students TRACE only ONE side per
sitting. i.e., trace the entire LEFT side of the template, go over the
indents with a black marker, and fill in with colors.

Another day, or later on in the same day, children do the other half.
Using quick-dry tacky glue, mount the metallic masterpieces on black
or complimentary-colored construction paper and display them on the
wall.

They really sparkle when the sun hits them.
