Run off on red construction paper.
Trace one of your student’s hands on green construction paper. 
Cut out and cover the green stem area.
Run off the 2nd page template.  Cut and staple.
Include a group photo and have all the children sign the card. 
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We appreciate you
 “berry” much!

This is the back page of the card.
Run off on red construction paper. 
Staple the stem to the front strawberry stem 
so that the card flips up.
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This “berry” special card is super-simple to make.  
 I traced one of my student’s hands for the leaves. 

The card flips up to reveal a photo of my class.  
Signed with: “We appreciate you!  

Love from, Mrs. Henderson’s kindergarten class.”   
Everyone wrote their name on the back.

each child could read their own handprint.
